Now with norms for adults

LiSN-S, the revolutionary diagnostic tool for identifying
auditory stream segregation problems, has been enhanced
with norms for American English for adolescents and adults.

Until now LiSN-S was only available with norms for children
aged between 6 and 12 years. The new norms are based on

a North American study in which the subjects were up to
30vyearsold, however research from Australia also indicates
that these norms are valid up to approximately 40 years.

In older subjects SRT scores tend to decline, despite normal
hearing thresholds. Studies are currently underway to establish
norms for adults with normal hearing up to 60 years of age.
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These new norms open up LiSN-S to a new group of patients,
including teenagers and adults suspected of having an
auditory processing disorder (APD). The norms are available
from LiSN-S version 1.2 onwards. All existing LiSN-S users
can download the norms free of charge via the software's
Automatic Internet Upgrade function.

The first public tool of its kind, LiSN-S allows clinicians to
measure how well a patient uses the spatial information in
sound to understand speech in noise. LiSN-S is easy to
administer, takes only 20 minutes to complete, and provides
crystal clear results. Scientifically robust, very sensitive and
offering high test-retest reliability, LISN-S will support you
inyour clinical decisions and help you to determine whether
a patient's listening skills have improved after some form of

intervention.
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
